Consequently, students who 
receive any out of school suspensions, more than two discipline referrals or students who 
are not passing in one or more academic areas may not be allowed to attend the class trip. 
As a reminder, only 8th grade students are allowed to participate on the trip.  8th grade 
parent chaperones will not be allowed to join us in this travel experience, as we are 
acknowledging student independence.  Staff and designated Golda community chaperones 
will be accompanying your child in this experience.

Satisfactory Academic Requirements are as follows:
 Students must demonstrate proficiency at a level of basic or proficient in all content areas.
 If a student is demonstrating minimal proficiency, a parent/teacher conference will be

   arranged to determine a students continued eligibility for participation on the trip. 

 

Satisfactory Behavioral Requirements are as follows:
 More than 1 disciplinary referral will result in student being excluded from travel experience
 1st incident referral given to student will require the parent(s), student and teacher to be involved in a conference.  This conference will serve as a reminder to students and parents about expectations for behavior in school and how continued problems could affect the travel opportunity.  The 1st incident referral may result in a student losing his/her travel privilege, depending on the severity of the offense.  This will be determined by field trip leader, teacher and administrator at the conference.
 2nd incident referral given to student will result in a student losing his/her travel privilege.
 No out of school suspensions. If a student receives an out of school suspension, the student will be required to address the field trip committee to determine continuing eligibility for the field trip.  The field trip committee will be made up of staff members, administrators, and field trip coordinators.  The student and parent will have an opportunity to plead his/her case, as it relates to being provided with an opportunity to attend the field trip experience.  This committee will make the decision, after the meeting has been held, determining student eligibility for participation.  If a student is provided with another opportunity to attend the trip, he/she will be placed on probation.  If there are any behavioral infractions incurred while on probation, the student will lose the opportunity to travel to the destination with the Golda Meir School Community. If a student loses the opportunity to participate in the field trip experience, due to academic or behavioral infractions, the initial deposit MAY NOT be refunded.
